CONSTITUTION OF THE COUNCIL (2004)

DEFINITIONS:

The Council – Paying residents of the apartments.

1. VOTING

a. Unless otherwise specified, majority vote wins.

b. Studying takes precedence over all other votes when the decision effects that person’s studying.

c. Ties are broken by a coin flip.

d. Abstaining is allowed, in which case, it is treated like that person is not available to vote.

2. PROPERTY

a. Do not use anyone’s property without his or her explicit permission.

3. NOISE POLLUTION

a. Everyone must own headphones.

i. Example:  An empty coke can can remain on a table for as long as the owner is sitting at the table.  Once that person leaves, they should throw that can away.

5. POWER

a. Throttle down A/C when you are the last person leaving the apartment.

b. Turn off lights when you are the last person leaving the room.

c. Turn off your computer if you don’t foresee yourself using it in the near future.

6. SAFETY

a. Suicide Clause: If you want to inflict bodily harm upon yourself, do it elsewhere.

7. SMOKING

a. Smoking should be done outside, never indoors.

8. ALCOHOL

a. May be consumed in all areas except computer, study, and sober residents’ rooms.

b. Under no circumstances should anyone under the influence bother anyone studying (or just plain not wanting to be bothered).

c. The Council (sober portion) may exercise the right to intervene in the behavior of those under the influence.

9. GUESTS

a. Sam’s hands shall not be guests to Sam’s pants.

b. Council members’ rights hold supreme dominance over guests’.

10. SEX

a. No sex.

b. No oral sex.

c. No masturbation.

d. No actions involving orgasms should ever take place.

e. No erections for Sam’s penis.

11. BATHROOM

a. Don’t leave the bathroom floor/counter wet.

b. Replace the toilet paper roll if you use the last sheet.
